

It’s so easy for you to help save a dog’s life!
Would you consider letting your dog be a blood donor?
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There are some things you should know before you offer your pet as a blood donor:  

We will do a full blood count and blood typing test before we collect the blood, to check that your dog is not anaemic, and a physical examination will be performed prior to donation to check that your animal is healthy. This will all be done free of charge.
We would not ask your dog to give blood more often than every 3 months.

We will take about 450mls of blood from your dog and this should take about 30 minutes. Blood will be taken using either the front leg vein or neck vein.
Your pet should not have had a vaccination within a month of donating blood.

If your pet becomes stressed at all during the procedure we will stop immediately.

Your pet will require rest for 48 hours after the procedure and gentle exercise for 1 week thereafter.

1. Is your dog between 1 and 8 years of age?

2. Does he/she have a quiet nature?

3. Is your dog fully vaccinated?

4. Does you dog weigh more than 25kg?

5. Is your dog a good body weight, ie not overweight?
6. Was your pet born in the UK and has never travelled abroad?

7. If your animal is female – has she been spayed and never had puppies?

8. Has your pet been free of illness or accident over the last 12 months?
